Crystalline silica can cause silicosis (lung disease)
with chronic over exposure, however due to low levels present and product application,
adverse health effects are not anticipated.

Irritating to the skin. Prolonged and repeated contact with powder or wetted form may result
in skin rash, dermatitis and sensitisation.

Slightly corrosive. Ingestion may result in burns to the mouth and throat, with vomiting and
abdominal pain. Due to product form, ingestion is not considered a likely exposure route.

Insufficient data available for this product to classify as a mutagen.

This product contains crystalline silica which is classified as carcinogenic to humans (IARC Group
1). However, there is sufficient information to conclude that the relative risk of lung cancer is
increased in persons with silicosis. Therefore, preventing the onset of silicosis will also reduce the
cancer risk. Hexavalent chromium compounds are classified as carcinogenic to humans (IARC
Group 1), however due to the trace amounts present, the criteria for classification is not met.

Insufficient data available to classify as a reproductive toxin.

Irritating to the respiratory system. Over exposure may result in irritation of the nose and
throat, coughing. High level of exposure may result in breathing difficulties.

Repeated exposure to respirable silica may result in pulmonary fibrosis. Silicosis is an fibronodular
lung disease caused by deposition in the lungs of fine respirable particles of crystalline silica.
Principal symptoms of silicosis are coughing and breathlessness. In the wet state, the likelihood of
an inhalation hazard is reduced.
